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nursing homes and makes suggestions for improve-
ments. In 2013, there were 14 general social wel-
fare institutions whose services were used by 517 
people.

Th e County Government draws up contracts for 
selling or renting technical medical aids at a reduced 
price with companies providing such services. In 
2013, the County Government signed contracts 
with 24 companies to provide technical medical 
aids at a discount. The social welfare specialist 
keeps records of contracts and invoices and com-
piles service reports. During 2013, 3008 people had 
a chance to buy or rent technical medical aids at a 
reduced price, the number of recipients increased 
slightly compared to 2012.

Development and planning
In 2013, the important keywords for the develop-
ment and planning department were project appli-
cations, public procurement and cooperation.

Like other counties in Estonia, Lääne-Viru 
County Government began updating the county’s 

development strategy for future and renewing the 
county’s planning. 

Th e public procurement was conducted for the 
bus transport of the county. 

The development and planning department 
actively mediates European Union structural funds 
and regional development funds for various projects 
and prepares applications for diff erent programmes. 
Th e funding was received from the Nordic-Baltic 
Mobility and Network Programme for Business 
and  Industry and a twinning partners’ network 
seminar was held in Lääne-Viru county. 

Th e county’s land procedures service mainly 
focused on carrying out a land reform in 2013 by 
making the foundations of roads municipal prop-
erty (130 orders) and organizing land privatisation 
(45 contracts).
